SALES AGREEMENT

 The following Sales Agreement between the Seller Szegedi Ferenc of Apostag Ady E.21/a, ID number 438314E A (hereinafter known as “Breeder”) and the buyer ………………………………………….................... (hereinafter known as “Owner”).
Breeder and Owner shall collectively be known herein as “the Parties”.
In consideration of a purchase price of ………………….... ,-HUF, (………………………HUF), the Breeder, with the conditions outlined below, transfers all privileges and responsibilities associated with the ownership of the male/female (underline one), fawn coat colored, ……Mastiff……… breed puppy dog born on 

…….. day of ……………..…............ (month), ………....(year), named…………………………………………………, chip number……………………………….. to the Owner as of the date and time specified below.
Conditions:

1. The Parties agree that the Breeder sold the dog specified above, as healthy and well fed, dewormed multiple times, with 2 up to date shots, micro chipped, pedigree, and with no visible injuries or defects.  
2. Proper caring and maintenance of the dog is the Owner’s responsibility. 
The Owner agrees to have the dog examined by a certified veterinarian within 2 days of sale and immediately send the results to the Breeder. If the Owner neglects to do this all warranty is void.
After the sale, all costs including transportation and veterinary bills are the Owner’s responsibility.

Seller guarantees the dog’s ability to protect against virus infections during the first 72 hours, excluding life threatening bacterial infections. 

(In regards to the breed of the above mentioned dog, keeping the dog leashed, caged or in a small kennel is considered improper keeping.) 

The Owner’s responsibilities are to provide proper feeding, veterinary examinations, timely deworming and protective shots. Further responsibilities are the caring, training and any disciplining of the dog that meets the Owner’s goals. 
If for any reason the Owner becomes incapable of keeping the dog, it’s the Owner’s responsibility to provide future placement and find new owners for the dog. 
Should the dog ever be offered for sale or given away, the Breeder maintains the first rights to buy or take back the dog.

3. Guarantee for inherited diseases. 

The Breeder sets the amount of guarantee to be at the most 50% of the purchase price should the dog sold in this agreement be diagnosed with an inherited disease that greatly affects the dog’s quality of life or greatly decreases it’s ability for the intended use by the Owner, providing the conditions stated in the 2nd paragraph of this agreement are met by the Owner. 
For dog’s purchased for breeding purposes the 50% purchase price guarantee is offered should the dog be diagnosed with moderate or severe hip dysplasia after 1 year from birth until up to reaching 2 years of age, but only before the dog’s use for breeding purposes. 
Validation of the Guaranty is only possible upon receiving proof of the condition from the Független Diszplázia Bizottság (Independent Dysplasia Committee, or its official foreign equivalent) or the MKOE (Magyar Kisállat Orthopediai Egyesület, Hungarian Small Animal Orthopedics Association) and in addition receiving proof of spaying or neutering of the dog with hip dysplasia.
4. Guarantee for appearance. 

Only valid for dog’s purchased for breeding purposes.
Providing the conditions stated in the 2nd paragraph of this agreement are met by the Owner, the Breeder guarantees 50% of the puppy dog’s above stated purchase price if the dog cannot be used for breeding purposes due to faults in its appearance. The condition for breeding must be determined with certification/rating by the breeding association. 
The guarantee is void and null if any faults in the dog’s appearance are originating from an accident.
The Parties agree that in case of a valid claim for Guarantee for inherited diseases or appearance the Breeder will be given 6 months from the date of accepting the proof to provide the Owner with 50% of the purchase price. 
5. The Owner agrees to allow the Breeder periodic viewing of the dog at mutually convenient times in order for the Breeder to gain information and/ or experience that can be beneficial during his future work as a breeder.
6. The Breeder offers his contact information, and provides reasonable help, within his means, to the Owner.
7. In case of a valid claim for Guarantee, all veterinary bills, costs of medications and transportation costs for the dog are the Owner’s responsibility.
8. In the event of legal proceedings the Parties agree to appear in front of the Dunaújvárosi Városi Bíróság (City Court of Dunaújváros).

9. Warranty does not cover problems such as eyelashes, entropion, ectropion, the dog mental behavior, excessive fear or aggression, or the other dangers that may occur.
